Dear Parent/Legal Guardian: 

In January 2002, the No Child Left Behind Act (NCLB), was signed into law to improve educational opportunities for all children attending a Title I school. This federally funded program provides assistance to schools serving students who are at risk for academic failure. This legislation supports the school district’s efforts to provide a strong standards-based educational program for students along with accountability for student achievement.

El Mirage Elementary operates a Title I program. NCLB requires that all Title I schools make Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) in all indicators for two consecutive years. Parents of children attending Title I schools that have not made AYP are required to be notified of the school’s AYP status.  
Parents of children attending Title I schools that have been identified two or more years for school improvement have two options:

· Public School Choice with free transportation to a school not identified for improvement; or 
· Free tutoring from an approved Supplemental Educational Service Provider.

Due to our school’s Title I School Improvement designation, your child will be eligible to attend a school that is NOT identified for Title I School Improvement and the district will pay for transportation.  Please note the number of students eligible to transfer is limited by the amount of funds available to pay for transportation costs. If funds are not sufficient, lowest-achieving students from low-income families must be given priority.
This year, the school where students may attend if they wish to choose an alternative to El Mirage is Luke Elementary.  Please complete the attached form by August 5, 2011, to let us know if you would like for your child to attend Luke.  Please contact Nancy LaCasse at 623-876-7175 should you need assistance. 
If  you choose to keep your child at El Mirage, your child may receive free tutoring from an approved state Supplemental Educational Service Provider (SES).  This free tutoring will be an opportunity for your child to improve reading, math, or writing skills and is tailored to the particular academic needs of each student. If more students request tutoring than can be served through available funding, priority will be given to low-performing students as determined by the district. Please see the attached list of approved tutoring providers for our school. These providers have been approved by the Arizona Department of Education (ADE) and will provide your child with free tutoring that is coordinated with your child’s instructional program. An informational meeting will be held during the school year and a separate letter will be sent with additional information. School Improvement Plan

We have been working with the district and ADE to revise the Arizona School Improvement Plan for our school. In order to address the indicators of not making AYP, the district and ADE are assisting our school in: 

· Providing support in developing/revising an Arizona School Improvement Plan (i.e., leadership mentoring, high-quality ongoing professional development, facilities, adopting research-based interventions, logistics, and instructional time);
· Coordinating of resources (i.e., instructional and non-instructional staff, state, and federal funding).
The school is implementing the following strategies to address the indicator(s) of not making AYP:

· El Mirage has committed to bringing technology in the form of computers, projectors, and smart boards to every classroom to increase the student engagement and student access to technology as a means to learning.  Teachers are able to receive training on technology and the delivery of lessons at the site and through district training.
· El Mirage Elementary has adopted and implemented the Arizona Response to Intervention (RTI) model that will track the academic performance of ALL students.  Arizona’s RTI model calls for the implementation of rigorous instructional interventions for all students not succeeding in the classroom.
· El Mirage will continue to partner with ASU in a Student Teacher Mentoring program..
