Dear Parents/Guardians of the Dysart High School Class 2020:

We are excited to be able to hold an in person graduation ceremony for our seniors who have had a
senior year like no other.

Enclosed is important information that will assist parents in preparing for the graduation experience.
Receiving this letter does not guarantee participation in the commencement ceremony. A student’s
graduation status is determined by their final transcript.

Below are a few important reminders about graduation and the events leading up to the ceremony:

The 2020 Graduation will be on Tuesday, June 30, 2020 at 6:00 p.m. at State Farm Stadium, 1
Cardinals Drive Glendale, AZ 85305. Students are required to be at the stadium by 5:00 pm.
Gate 3 will be open at 5:00 p.m. for graduates and ticketed guests. There will be marked
entrances for graduates and guests. See enclosed map.

Students should arrive carrying their cap and gown. They will put it on after arriving down on
the floor for the ceremony.

Parking will be available in the East Parking Lots (the lot will open at 4:00 pm). See enclosed
map.

Tickets are required to attend the graduation ceremony. Each graduate will be provided two
tickets for the ceremony. Seating will be assigned on the tickets. There will be no tickets issued
the day of the event. Ticket distribution information is on the next page.

The stadium will be following social distancing guidelines and encourages attendees to
wash/sanitize hands. Attendees who are feeling ill are encouraged to stay home.

Families will be asked to refrain from congregating outside the stadium following the
ceremony.

Appropriate dress is required for graduation.

o  Male graduates: shirt and tie, polo shirt, dress slacks, khakis, dress shoes (no athletic
shoes or sandals/flip flops and no jeans.)

o  Female graduates: Dress, dress pants, blouse, dress shoes (no athletic shoes, no flip
flops and spiked heels are not recommended for safety reasons.)

o Aschool medallion (provided to the graduates) and honor cords may be worn over
gown, no other adornment/additions are allowed. Students may not add any
decorations or statements to the mortar board of their cap. Students may wear a mask
during the ceremony. Those who choose to wear a mask must wear a plain mask; it can
not have any decorations or statements on it.

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° Past due student fees, books or other items that are checked out must be paid online or
items returned to the front office in order to receive tickets for the ceremony. You can
access your online account by going to the Dysart High School Website/Online Payments
(in the Quicklink Box). There are directions for accessing the account as a parent and/or
as a student.

e Each student who is attending the ceremony will need to complete and submit the
enclosed form to the DHS front office when they pick up their tickets to the ceremony.

e Tickets will be available through the front office on Monday, June 22 from 4:00 pm- 6:00
pm or Tuesday, June 23 from 9:00 am to 12:00 pm. Extra tickets will be issued on a first
served basis on Wednesday, June 24th. We will begin to distribute at 8:00 am and will
continue until all extra tickets have been distributed. Each graduate may request one
additional pair of tickets until they are gone. Additional tickets will not be seated with the
original tickets issued and will be issued in pairs of two because the stadium has all seats
in groups of two with spacing in between pairs.

The faculty, staff, administration and the Governing Board of Dysart Unified School District are
proud of the achievements of our students. We look forward to honoring the Class of 2020 with
you.

(No zapatos deportivos o
sandalias/huaraches y no pantalones de mezclilla).

o Para las graduadas: Vestido, pantalones de vestir, blusa, zapatos de vestir (No
zapatos deportivos, sandalias, no se recomienda tacones muy altos por razones

de seguridad).

o El medallén de la escuela (se les proveera a los graduados) y los cordones de

honor podran llevarlos puesto por encima de la toga, no se permitira ningun otro

tipo de adorno o adiciones. Los estudiantes no deberan agregar ninguna
